AGREEME T

New York State lrriga~tion Association heretofore "IANY" agrees to retain Long 
Island Government Relations & Communications, heretofore "LIGR"' to represent its 
interest(s) before Nassau County. 

Furthermore, it is hereby mutually agreed as follows: 

1. Term of Agreement 
The term of such representation shall begin on February 1, 2018 and terminate on 
January 31 , 2019; provided, however, that either party to this Agreement may, with 
or without cause, terminate this Agreement by giving the non-terminating party thirty 
(30) days advance written notification. 

2. Compensation and Payment 
The fee schedule for the services rendered shall be Five Hundred Dollars ($500) per 
month. paid on the first of each month, plus reimbursement for expenses incurred in 
furtherance of Agreement. 

3. Governing law 
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with aJI 
applicable New York Sta e and federal laws. rules and regulatjons. 

4. Entire Agreement 
This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement between New York State Irrigation 
Association and Long Island Government Relations & Communications, and 
supersedes all prior or contemporaneous communications, representations or 
agreements, whether oral or written, with respect to the subject matter hereof. No 
subsequent agreement or notification hereafter made between the parties shall be 
binding on either party unless reduced to writing or signed by the appropria e 
parties.
